Option One – Direct Award (Ranked) - A Direct Award can be used where the framework agreement sets out all the
terms governing the provision of the required Goods and/or Services. Members are required to contract directly with the
first ranked supplier, unless the first ranked supplier does not have capacity, cannot meet timescales or has other issues

preventing them from undertaking the work.

Option Two - Desktop Exercise - If time is of the essence and Members are comfortable with the terms of the
proposed call-off contract, and these do not require amendment or supplementary conditions, Members may use a

desktop calculator to amend the criterion by up to 20 percentage points to reflect their local requirements.

Option Three – Further Competition - All the suppliers appointed to the framework agreement must be invited to
submit responses to the Member’s further-competition tender document. The original framework agreement Evaluation

Criteria should be applied in the further-competition tender document.
